Assembling the fan base

* Put the tube on the cross base and affix with the four screws, as illustrated.

* Unscrew the pipe tighten and adjust the extension pole to the appropriate length.

* Put the control board on the tube and tighten securely with screw, as illustrated

* Place the rear guard on the motor shaft and secure it with the nut. Slide the blade onto the
motor shaft and fasten it with the blade cap, turning it to tighten it securely, as illustrated.
